2. Although there are two entrances to the property only the west acce¢menadate)s to beused.
3. There will be no vehicles in camp after 9 am Saturday until the Bsvewner.
4. EachCompanyCommander is responsible for the cleanliness ofdmsysite upon departure.

5. Open alcoholic beverages are not permitted. While consumption of alcoholidanmet, public
consumption or disruptive behavior resulting frommsumption ofalcohol will result in immediate dismissal
from the camp and the property. The uspamsession of illegal drugs is strictly forbidden and if detected or
found will be dealt withby the local authorities.

Additionally, that person must be under theect control of a parent or guardian at all times.

5. Dismounted Cavalry will be allowed and are encouraged to participate.

6. The Quarter Master and Provost for eacim@ahall be responsible for enforcinglitary conduct of the

troops. Adequate firewood, straw, and hay will be providetksignated points and are to be distributed

under the authority of the Quarter Master. €kwen Coordinator has established liaigoth the local police

and shall have theassistance should the need arise. There will be a police presence on the battlefield during
the public phase of each day.

7. TheCS and USDverall Commanders shall submit to the Ev@atordinator ndaterthan 15May 2012
any additional camp rules or rules of deportment which they shall choose to irBposéd thee benone, a
statement to that effect shall be submitted.

8. Crossing picket lines after midnight will not be allowed. Offenders will be asked to(&dkie discretion
of the Event Coordinator).

UNIFORMS

1. Uniforms and equipment must represent the Civil War time period of June ARBFHENTIC ONLY. It

is STRONGLY REQUESTED that all participants present@d4impression The use of angnoden
clothing, equipment, or eyewear will not permitted. Troops wilbe inspected by the Car@@mmmanders
and a report made to tlhsvent Coordinatorsato the readiness of his m2nA canteen must be carried by all
participants taking the field.

BATTLES

WEAPONS

1. NO LIVE AMMUNITION will be allowed on the site. Weapons may not be discharged within the camp
areaswithout the permission of the Commander or Ordinance Officer.

2. NO NONPERIOD WEAPONS.



3. All weapons must pass inspection prior to each battle. Aamefading this inspectioshall be
immediately tagged and not permitted on the battlefield until such a tirepaiss can be made, a re
inspection held, and the weapon found worthy of use CdmepanyCommanders are responsible for
reporting the compl@in of the weaponmspection to th®©rdinance Officer with said weapon in hand
fifteen (15) minutes prior tooots & saddlefor eachbattle.

4. The accepted procedures and material used in loading pistols, rifles, carbines and cannons will apply.
No large knives of any kind shall lsarried onto the battlefield.

5. Direct aimed fire shall not take place.
